ACDA-PA announces a call for research posters for the ACDA-PA 18th Annual Summer Conference to be held on The Pennsylvania State University - University Park Campus, July 29-31, 2012.  
A research poster is defined as a scholarly report, in poster form, of a completed or in-progress research study of any type. Research on a variety of musical subjects are welcome; however, those studies that focus on choral related topics, such as conducting, literature, composers, teaching, ensemble, and the voice, are particularly welcome. The research poster session will be held during the conference and titles and authors of research posters will be listed in the conference program.  

Authors should submit proposals adhering to the following guidelines for electronic submission:

1. An email with the subject heading “ACDA-PA Research Submission” and content indicating a) if the research is in-progress or complete, and b) the author’s name, institutional affiliation, address, phone number, and preferred email address.

2. A one-page attachment that includes the title and abstract but does not identify the author in any way. The attachment is to be in Word format only, with the author’s last name as the name of the file (example: “Smith.doc” or “Smith.docx”).

All submissions must be received by Thursday, May 31, 2012 by the committee chair.  If the paper is a completed Masters or Doctoral Thesis, contact the committee chair for instructions to send the signatory page of the paper; these projects are automatically accepted for presentation at the poster session.  Papers will be blind reviewed and notification will be sent electronically by June 20, 2012.  Submissions not adhering to these guidelines will be automatically rejected.
